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Through the words of his Son Jesus, 
God has made it EASY for man to rec-
ognize spiritual wolves.

• They have HUGE followings: “And many shall fol-
low their pernicious ways; by reason of whom the 
way of truth shall be evil spoken of” (2 Peter 2:2). 
In spite of the words of Jesus: “...few are chosen…,” 
the “MANY” believe they have seen the light. “...If 
therefore the LIGHT that is in thee be DARKNESS, 

how GREAT is that darkness” (Matt. 6:23).
