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These three singers, Stevie Wonder, Andre Bocelli, 
and Ray Charles (deceased), all had one thing in com-
mon: they were blind. 

W 
hat blind man would ask someone else if he is 
BLIND? Well, it did happen during the days of 

Jesus. Jesus said,  
 
“For judgment (a decision) I am come into this 
world, that they which see not might see; and that 
they which see might be made blind. And some of 
the Pharisees which were with him heard these 
words, and said unto him, Are we blind also? Jesus 
said unto them, If ye were blind, ye should have no 
sin: but now ye say, We see; therefore your sin re-
maineth” (John 9:39-41). 
 
Jesus came into the world to heal them who need a 
Physician, to give sight to them who are blind, to 
cause the lame to walk, and to save them that are 
lost. 
 
But there are those who are still not convinced or 
persuaded that they are in need of...anything. They 
say, “...I am rich, and increased with goods, and 
have need of nothing…” (Revelation 3:17). 
 
The words of Jesus have always placed mankind 
between TWO opinions and he must choose one of 
them before he dies. The Pharisees were self-
righteous and believed they needed no repentance. 

What about you? The word of God declares 
that the Lord opens the eyes of the blind. It 
is the Lord that raises them that are bowed 
down (humbled). Read Psalm 146:8. 
 
There are only two kinds of people on the 
earth, believers and those who believe not, 
separated only by PRIDE. 
 
Jesus said, “Think not that I am come to 
send peace on earth: I came not to send 
peace, but a SWORD. (Not an instrument 
of war, but a separator) For I am come to 
set a man at variance against his father, 
and the daughter against her mother, and 
the daughter in law against her mother in 
law. And a man's foes shall be they of his 
own household” (Matthew 10:34-36). 
 
Also, read Luke 12:51-53: 
 
“Suppose ye that I am come to give peace 
on earth? I tell you, Nay (no); but rather 
DIVISION: For from henceforth there shall 
be five in one house divided, three against 
two, and two against three. The father shall 
be divided against the son, and the son 
against the father; the mother against the 
daughter, and the daughter against the 
mother; the mother in law against her 
daughter in law, and the daughter in law 
against her mother in law.” 
 
So, if you want to be a child of God, tell Him 
in words similar to these: “...What wilt thou 
that I shall do unto thee? And he said, Lord, 
that I may receive my sight. And Jesus 
said unto him, Receive thy sight: thy faith 
hath saved thee” (Luke 18:41-42). 
 
Otherwise, every plant that God has not 
planted shall be rooted up (Matthew 15:13-
14). Confess to God that you are “blind” and 
would like to receive your sight, and He will 
show you wonders beyond your imagina-
tion. Humble yourself before Him today. 
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
