f you have been washed in the blood of the Lamb of 
God; if you have been born of the Spirit of God and 
if you are a new creature in Christ Jesus, then you, 

too, hate every false way. If not, then you have no idea 
what these words mean. 
 
In the book of Psalm 119:103-104 it reads: “How sweet 
are thy WORDS unto my taste! yea, sweeter than honey 
to my mouth! Through thy PRECEPTS (thy mandates) 
I get understanding: therefore I HATE EVERY FALSE 
WAY.”  
 
Also, in Psalm 119:127-128 it reads: “...I love thy com-
mandments above gold; yea, above fine gold. Therefore 
I esteem ALL THY PRECEPTS concerning ALL 
THINGS to be RIGHT; and I HATE EVERY FALSE 
WAY.”  
 

When was the last time you heard these words read in 

your “church?” When was the last time you read these 
words yourself? 
 
Since I was a child, preachers have been flooding the 
air waves with messages of prosperity and success, 
leading people astray while making false “promises” that 
are foreign to the word of God: 
 
1. You will never struggle to excel 
2. You will not behold evil 
3. You will not labor in vain 
4. You will laugh forever 
5. You will remain in God’s love 
6. Money will know your name and address 
7. The will of God will never take you where the Grace 

of God will not protect you. 
 
The Grace of God first saves man, then teaches man to 
deny ungodliness and worldly lust, making us better 
prepared to preach the gospel of the Grace of God. 
 
False preachers and teachers do not understand the 
Grace of God, but instead teach the “Gimme, gimme” 
gospel and the “Financial Blessing” gospel from Satan 
himself for filthy lucre’s (MONEY’s) sake. 
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Amos 8:11 “Behold, the days come, saith the Lord God, that I will send a famine in the 
land, not a famine of bread, nor a thirst for water, but of hearing the words of the Lord:”  

 
First, who is the “YOU” that this letter is 
addressed to: “believers or unbelievers?”
