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lijah came unto all the people and said, “How long halt (dance) ye between two opinions? If 

the Lord be God, follow him: but if Baal (or anything else), then follow him. And the people 

answered him not a word” (1 Kings 18:21).  

 

Before his death, Joshua also gave the leaders of Israel a CHOICE: “…choose you this day whom 

ye will serve; whether the gods which your fathers served that were on the other side of the flood, or 

the gods of the Amorites, in whose land ye dwell: but as for me and my house, we will serve the 

Lord” (Joshua 24:15). Consider the following choices: 
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 Amos 8:11 “Behold, the days come, saith the Lord God, that I will send a famine in the 

land, not a famine of bread, nor a thirst for water, but of hearing the words of the Lord:”  

MOVED for thee to MEET thee at thy com-

ing” (Isaiah 14:9). Heaven, however, is a PRE-

PARED PLACE for PREPARED PEOPLE.  Jesus 

said, “…I go to prepare a place for you (you who 

believe). And if I go and prepare a place for you, I 

will come again, and receive you unto myself; that 

where I am, there ye may be also” (John 14:2-3).  

 

God or Satan – Everyone knows that God ex-

ist, whether they choose to admit it or not, because 

“The heavens declare the glory of God; and the fir-

mament (the atmosphere above us) sheweth his 

handywork. Day unto day uttereth speech, and night 

unto night sheweth knowledge. There is no speech 

nor language, where their voice is not heard. Their 

line is gone out through all the earth, and their words 

to the end of the world” (Psalm 19:1-4). So all men 

and women are without EXCUSE! 

 

Even the New Testament declares that “…the invisi-

ble things of him (God) from the creation of the 

world are CLEARLY SEEN, being understood by 

the things that are made, even his eternal power and 

Godhead; so that they (mankind) are without ex-

cuse” (Romans 1:20). 

 

Man knows better, but he chooses to follow Satan, 

the ONE enemy that God has: “Ye are of your father 

the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He 

was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not 

in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When 

he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a 

liar, and the father of it” (John 8:44).  

Good or Bad – There is a day coming that can 

only be compared to fishermen who cast a net into 

the sea, and gathered of every kind, which, when it is 

full, they drew to shore, sat down and gathered the 

GOOD into vessels, but cast the BAD away. “So 

shall it be at the end of the world: the angels shall 

come forth, and sever the wicked from among the 

just, and shall cast them into the furnace of fire: 

there shall be wailing and gnashing of 

teeth” (Matthew 13:47-50).  

 

The Tree of Life or The Tree of the 

Knowledge of Good & Evil – Given the 

choice of every tree in the garden, including the tree 

of Life and the tree of Knowledge, Adam and Eve 

chose “Knowledge” and the majority their offspring 

are making the same choice today.  But God told 

Daniel that in the end times, “…many shall run to 

and fro, and knowledge shall be increased” (Daniel 

12:4). God has tenderly admonished mankind to 

“Trust in the Lord with all thine heart; and lean not 

unto thine own understanding” (Proverbs 3:5), but to 

no avail. Man continues to trust in himself. 

 

Heaven or Hell – Volcanoes all over the 

world are belching up tremendous heat from the cen-

ter of the earth, while earthquakes are splitting the 

ground open because of an expansion taking place 

from beneath. And “man” says, “There is no Hell.” 

But God thunders back:  “…hell hath ENLARGED 

herself, and opened her mouth without meas-

ure…” (Isaiah 5:14). “Hell from BENEATH is  
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Satan knows he cannot defeat God, so he attempts to “frustrate” the plan of God by causing those created in 

His image to travel down a wrong path through LIES. Satan also knows that God is “...not willing that any 

should perish” (2 Peter 3:9) and that God has “…no pleasure in the death of the wicked; but that the 

wicked turn from his way and live” (Ezekiel 33:11). 

 

That’s why God INVESTED SO MUCH in the rescue of His creation, the giving of His only begotten Son, 

Jesus, to pay the penalty for sin, which is DEATH (Romans 6:23). 

 

The Narrow Way or The Broad Way - “There is a way that seemeth right unto a man, but the 

end thereof are the ways of death” (Proverbs 16:25).  

 

Jesus said “I am the WAY, the TRUTH, and the LIFE: NO MAN cometh unto the Father, but by ME” (John 

14:6). Now that settles it for every single religion and belief on earth throughout our history. 

 

But if you “take a chance” and believe what man has to say, or trust in your own understanding, you will 

end up eating “…the fruit of [your] own way” (Proverbs 1:31). “It is better to trust in the Lord than to put 

confidence in man” (Psalm 118:8). The word “man” here means “human being” so it includes “women” too. 

 

The wide gate and the broad way is wide open for every idea, and will lead to your destruction. Jesus said, 

“…and many there be which go in thereat” (Matthew 7:13). But the narrow way is “narrow” for a reason, 

leaving no room for the “extra” baggage of false doctrine. Jesus said, “…STRAIT is the gate, and NARROW 

is the way, which leadeth unto life, and FEW there be that find it” (Matthew 7:14). So, “Strive to enter in at 

the strait gate: for many, I say unto you, will seek to enter in, and shall not be able” (Luke 13:24).
