
be HOLY and without 
blemish” (EPHES. 5:26-27).  
 
No man has been ABLE 
to keep the law of God 
perfectly except Jesus 
Christ. And when Jesus 
said, “It is finished” while 
on the cross (JOHN 19:30), 
then no man has a right 
to add to it. 
 
The Spirit of God warned 
us that in these last days, 
“...some shall DEPART 
from the FAITH, giving 
heed to seducing spirits, 
and doctrines of dev-
ils” (1 TIM. 4:1-3). 
 
James wrote, “...though a 
man SAY he hath faith, 
and have not works? 
can faith save him” (JAMES 

2:14)? The answer is NO, for 
there is no such thing as 
“faith in God” apart from 
works. IF you have been 
made “alive” unto God, then 
life WILL  produce “life.” 

I 
n Acts 15:1, it reads 
that “...certain men 
which came down 

from Judaea taught the 
brethren, and said, Ex-
cept ye be circum-
cised after the man-
ner of Moses, ye CAN-
NOT BE SAVED.”  
 
The Apostle Paul confronted 
this doctrine in his epistle by 
saying, “...if ye be circum-
cised [FOR SALVATION], Christ 
shall profit you noth-
ing” (GALATIANS 5:2).  
 
If these men died, believ-
ing and teaching salva-
tion thru circumcision, 
they are in Hell awaiting 
judgment.  
 
Today, circumcision has 
been replaced with many 
other works, like water 
baptism, speaking in 
tongues, or man-made  
ordinances. Some teach 
that “Except you live a 

life of “holiness and obe-
dience,” you can LOOSE 
your salvation.  
 
Those who teach such 
doctrine do not under-
stand how Christ is the 
Head of the church and 
the Savior of the body 
(EPHES. 5:23). 
 
It makes no sense to 
them; it is simply foolish-
ness (1 COR. 2:14). 
 
The church is SUBJECT 
unto Christ, not to rules 
and regulations (EPHES. 

5:24). He alone sanctifies 
and cleanses the church 
“...with the washing of 
water by the word, 
THAT HE might pre-
sent it [THE CHURCH] to 
himself a glorious church 
[THE CHRISTIAN CANNOT 
PRESENT HIMSELF], not 
having spot, or wrin-
kle, or any such 
thing; but that it should 

Salvation is the GIFT of God, plus NOTHING! 
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♦ Romans 4:4-5: “Now to him 
that worketh is the reward 

not reckoned of grace, but 
of debt. But to him that 

worketh not, but believeth 
on him that justifieth the 

ungodly, his FAITH is 
counted for righteousness.” 

♦ 1 John 5:4-5: “For whatso-
ever is born of God over-

cometh the world: and this is 
the victory that overcometh 

the world, even our FAITH. 
Who is he that overcometh 

the world, but he that believ-

eth that Jesus is the Son of 
God?” 

♦ Hebrews 11:1: “Now FAITH 
is the substance of things 

hoped for, the evidence of 
things not seen.” 
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The  W i sdom  o f  Men ,  o r  t h e  P ower  o f  God ?  

Jesus rebuked the Saddu-
cees which did not believe in 
the resurrection, and said, 
“Ye do err, not knowing the 
scriptures, nor the power of 
God” (MATTHEW 22:23-29).  
 
The same is true of this 
world’s Christianity, who 
have “...a form of godli-
ness” (2 TIM. 3:1-5), but DENY 
the POWER of God.  
 
For they have redefined the 
power of God, and have 
gone “...about to establish 
their own righteousness, 
have not submitted them-
selves unto the righteousness 
of God” (ROMANS 10:3) 
“...which is BY FAITH  of 
Jesus Christ”(ROMANS 3:22).  

Modern Christianity cannot 
understand that those who 
are “...born of the 
Spirit” (JOHN 3:1-8) are “...IN 
Christ” and “...Christ IN 
you” (COL. 1:27). 
 
Modern Christianity cannot 
understand how you can 
become “...a new crea-
ture: old things are passed 
away; behold, all things are 
become new” (2 COR. 5:17).  
 
Modern Christianity cannot 
understand the words 
“...greater is he that is IN 
you, than he that is IN the 
world” (1 JOHN 4:4).  
 
Modern Christianity cannot 
understand that the Grace of 

God teaches the children of 
God to DENY “...ungodliness 
and worldly lusts...in this 
present world” (TITUS 2:11), 
and because we are God’s 
children, we are “...kept by 
the power of God through 
FAITH unto salvation 
ready to be revealed in the 
last time” (1 PETER 1:5).  
 
Modern Christianity cannot 
understand these words: “I 
am the vine, ye are the 
branches” (JOHN 15:5), and 
because of the VINE, there 
is LIFE, and life produces  
FRUIT. 
 
“The Just shall LIVE by 
FAITH” (HABAKKUK 2:4; ROM. 

1:17; GAL. 3:11; HEB. 10:38).
