
the Lamb” (REV. 6:14-17), 
for “It is a FEARFUL 
THING to FALL into the 
hands of the LIVING 
God” (HEBREWS 10:31).  
 
On this day, just before 
judgment is passed, God 
declares that “... EVERY 
KNEE shall bow TO 
ME, and EVERY 
TONGUE shall confess 
to God” (ROMANS 14:11).  
 
On this day, GREAT silence 
will be upon ALL, as God 
executes “... judgment upon 
ALL...that are ungodly...of 
ALL their ungodly deeds 
which they have ungodly 
committed, and of ALL 
their HARD SPEECHES 
which ungodly sinners have 
SPOKEN AGAINST 
HIM...their...[MOUTHS SPEAK-

ING] GREAT SWELLING 
WORDS, having MEN’S 
PERSONS IN ADMI-
RATION because of ad-
vantage” (JUDE 1:14-16).  

T 
oday, many scoff 
and mock at the 
words spoken by 

God and denounce those 
that trust in Him as silly and 
gullible. They believe that 
the message of salvation 
is nonsense, just as they 
did in Noah’s day. 
 
But there is a day coming 
when “...sudden destruc-
tion cometh upon 
them...and they shall not 
escape” (1 THES. 5:3). A day 
w h e n  “ . . . E V E R Y 
MOUTH” [WILL BE] 
“...stopped, and all the 
world [WILL] become 
guilty” (ROMANS 3:19) before 
a living God. 
 
On this terrible day, the 
wisdom and reason of 
ungodly men will dissolve 
away they will finally get 
their proof of the Lord 
Jesus Christ coming 
“...with ten thousands of 

his saints” (JUDE 1:14).

complete STOP!

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A Day of ETERNAL JUDGMENT 

Daniel wrote of this day, 
and you would not be-
lieve him: “I beheld till the 
thrones were cast down, 
and the Ancient of days 
did sit...thousand thousands 
ministered unto him, and 
ten thousand times ten 
thousand stood before him: 
the judgment was set, 
and THE BOOKS were 
opened” (DANIEL 7:9-10).  
 
The Apostle John also 
wrote of this day, but you 
rejected him too: “...I saw 
a great white throne, and 
him that sat on it...and I 
saw the dead, small and 
great, stand before God; 
and the books were 
opened...and the dead 

were judged out of those 
things which were written 
in the books, according to 
their works...and whoso-
ever was not found writ-
ten in the book of life was 
cast into the lake of 
fire” (REV. 20:11-15).  
 
But the testimony of the 
Son of God has the final 
Word: “I am come A 
LIGHT into the world, that 
whosoever BELIEVETH 
ON ME should not ABIDE 
IN DARKNESS. And if 
any man HEAR MY 
WORDS, and BELIEVE 
NOT, I judge him not: for I 
came not to judge the 
world, but TO SAVE THE 
WORLD. He that REJEC-

TETH ME, and RE-
CEIVETH NOT MY 
WORDS, hath ONE that 
judgeth him: the WORD 
that I have spoken [THE 

BOOKS], the same shall 
judge him in the last 
day. For I have not spo-
ken of myself; but the 
Father which sent me, He 
gave me a commandment, 
what I should say, and 
what I should speak. And I 
know that his command-
ment is life everlasting: 
whatsoever I speak there-
fore, even as the Father 
said unto me, so I 
speak” (JOHN 12:46-50).  
 

Believe the truth as a little 
child, by faith, before it’s too 
late.
