So remember, “When I say unto the 
wicked, Thou shalt surely die; and thou 
givest him not WARNING, nor speakest to 
warn the wicked from his wicked way, TO 
SAVE HIS LIFE; the same wicked man 
shall die in his iniquity; but his blood will I 
require at THINE HAND” (EZEK 3:18). 

A re you ashamed to live as Jesus 
lived in the world? Are you 
afraid of losing friendships if you 

stand true to the Word of God? 

Would you prefer to be a comfortable 
Christian, well liked by many in the 
community, nice home and family, and 
everything is lovely?  

God wants the Christian to follow His 
Son, and be a LIGHT in a dark world. A 
believer cannot be a follower of Jesus 
Christ through compromise. 

Jesus said, “BLESSED are ye, when 
men shall HATE you, and when they 
shall SEPARATE you from their com-
pany, and shall REPROACH you, and 
CAST OUT your name as evil, [NOT 
FOR A RELIGIOUS BELIEF, NOR FOR SOME 
RELIGIOUS LEADER, BUT] for THE SON 
OF MAN’S SAKE” (LUKE 6:22). 

Are you willing, for Jesus sake, to lose 
the admiration and the good reputa-
tion that comes through compromising 
the Word of God? 

The DUTY of every Christian is to bring 
our body, that is, our flesh under sub-
jection (1 COR. 9:27), and “...be ready 
ALWAYS to give an ANSWER to 
every man that ASKETH you a reason 
of the hope that is IN you” (1 PETER 3:15), 
“whom we preach, WARNING every 
man, and TEACHING every man in 
ALL wisdom” (Col 1:28). 

“...ALL that will LIVE GODLY in Christ 
Jesus SHALL SUFFER persecution” (2 
TIM 3:12) BECAUSE, “the SERVANT is 
not GREATER than his lord. If they 
have persecuted ME, they will ALSO 
persecute you” (JOHN 15:20). 

Re-examine yourself: are you truly per-
secuted for JESUS sake, or someone 
else's? 

WARNING: Jesus said, “that which is 
HIGHLY ESTEEMED among men is 
ABOMINATION in the sight of God” (LUKE 
16:15), AND, “Woe unto you, when ALL 
MEN SHALL SPEAK WELL OF YOU! 
for so did their fathers to the false 
prophets” (LUKE 6:26). 

If you are a TRUE Christian, then God 
has OPENED your eyes; He has put His 
Spirit WITHIN you, GUIDING “...you into 
ALL truth” (JOHN 16:13). Jesus said, 
“WHOSOEVER...shall be ASHAMED of 
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
